o It represents salvation and the ultimate sacrifice of Jesus, the Lamb of God.

* @ The passover lamb was slain and the blood on the doorpost caused judgment to pass
over. (Exodus 12:1-14)

e ) Jesus is our Passover Lamb (7 Corinthians 5:7).

4. & Feast of Weeks (Shavuot/Pentecost)
e ¥ Pentecost speaks about the infilling of the Holy Spirit and Baptism of power.
» 7 In the Old Testament, it was celebrated on the 50th day. (70 days after first fruit)
1] In the New Testament, Jesus rose and ascended after 40 days, disciples waited for 10
days and on the 50th day the Holy Spirit came down.
Both the Old Testament and New Testament align perfectly on the 50th day for the
Pentecost.
L. “Acts of the Apostles” is truly Acts of the Holy Spirit.
It is time to walk in the power of the Holy Spirit.

4, Pentecost means: Plugging into God’s power.

The oil will lift you up from sin, sickness, past and shame.

Sometimes the insects get inside the sheep's ears, nose, or head.

* < These insects can create restlessness, tension and worry.

¢ -~ The Shepherd’s hot oil destroys these insects.

* = And now these sheep will carry the smell of the oil (spiritual fragrance).

* In Jewish culture, usually the first borns take care of the sheep.

Although Jesus appeared to more than 500 people after his resurrection, only 120 were
there on the day of Pentecost.
They surrendered themselves to humility and sat in the presence of God.
